5. Letter to Conservation Commission concerning the requirement to do a biological survey after last winter’s draw down.  Discuss whether to request to do a larger draw down again this fall.
Cost to chemically treat 10 acres - $4K to $6K
$500/acre on average (we have 240-250 acres)

The native weed we have is a challenge, Draw Down will knock down the density of the plants, and it will not kill the seeds, its migrating into deeper water

Mark went to COLAP seminar, they talked about different weeds and how to kill them, some have had success
Need to raise funds, perhaps we can ask for $250 investment from membership or others around the lake, CPA funding may be an avenue

Rick to talk to Don McAdams for steps to move forward with weed control and funding.  Board of Health should be involved as well.  Malcolm will get survey engineer name for Rick.
Funding avenues to investigate:  CPA Funds, Town, Private, State.  Put together a campaign, A.C.T. may have data we need.

Need to submit a letter to Conservation Committee to not do the biological study
