Aquatic contact person – Domenic -  did the survey.  Should conduct another survey to use to interact with other Lake boards.

Chemicals may be required if full draw down cannot control weeds at an acceptable level.

Funding is external, Domenic to find out and let Rick know.

Minimum cost - $150,000

Drew to draft an email to get interest of lake association members to form a Weed Subcommittee.
