Question:  Is this trademarked?

Answer:    We will check with Mark to make sure.

· Town of Hopkinton Lake Maspenock Weed Management Citizens Input Team update
A weed survey was conducted on 6/3 in the morning

Samples were taken from 11-12 locations around the lake for analysis

Conditions looked good at this point in the season, but there was quite a bit of algae in the water

This is the year for the extended draw down.  It seems to have been quite successful in the past, it will probably be recommended for this year, pending weed growth over the summer.
Question:  Can we do extended draw down next year if not this year?

Answer:  Based on the conditions at the end of the growing season for the weeds, ConCom has been flexible in the past, could be a possibility

Question:  Algae situation change, do we wait and see?
Answer:  All indications is that it should be okay

Question:  Algae vs. pollen, what’s the difference to the lake.

Answer:  Pollen stays on the surface

Question:  What happened with weed situation with Whitehall?

Answer:  Lake Whitehall is controlled by the state, not the town.  They decided not to use herbicides for treatment for now and continue to look at preventive measures.

Question:  Can we get a pledge from our neighbors to use organic fertilizer?

Answer:  Phosphorus levels in the lake continue to be low.  But the LMPA can repost the brochure provided by Cynthia Esthimer regarding fertilizers and lakes, and its effects.

· Water quality & monitoring update
Three tests have been performed in three locations around the lake.

Testing for E-Coli, Ph levels, Dissolved oxygen

Town has taken over funding for water quality testing.  LMPA (Mark Sexton) conducts the testing.
· Boating safety recap
Was held at the Faith church, conducted by the Environmental Police

Must be 12 years old or older to attend.  

Suggest to register early as registration is open to anyone

Also, saves on boat insurance if you have a certificate

· Lake cleanup recap
Best turnout in many years

52 people showed up to help

Thanks to all who participated, we filled a whole dumpster.
